If this letter was 
written to the church 
at Ephesus, why does he 
say, “heard of your 
faith,” when he was 
there for 2 to 3 years? 
-General Letter (v.1) 
-Circular Letter? 

He prays for an 
increase in their 
knowledge of God 
Himself through the 
His Spirit (1:13-14) 
 
Epignōsis is the 
fullness of knowledge 
acquired through 
personal acquaintance

Connects this prayer to the preceding 
section on God’s blessings (3-14)  

Paul’s Other Prayers for Knowledge 
Phil 1:9-11 – “it is my prayer that your love 
may abound more and more, with knowledge and 
all discernment...” 

Col 1:9-14 – “we have not ceased to pray for 
you, asking that you may be filled with the 
knowledge of his will...” 

How Do We Receive This Knowledge? 
2 Peter 1:19-21 – “no prophecy was ever produced by 
the will of man, but men spoke from God as they 
were carried along by the Holy Spirit...” 

John 14, 15 & 16 – Apostles of Christ promised by 
Jesus that the Holy Spirit would bring all the 
teachings of Christ to their remembrance. 

II Timothy 3:16-17 – “All scripture is God-
breathed...” 

2 Peter 3:15-16 – “...as they do other Scriptures.”
